5.1 Prayer Partners: As we pray in unity, with even one other

person, our power is multiplied. Jesus himself promised:

“..if two of you agree on earth concerning anything that they
ask, it will be done for them by My Father in heaven.” Matthew
18:19 (NKJ)

Each of us should have one (1) or two (2) personal prayer partners

for that reason. If you do not have one, maybe out of these prayer summits

you will find one or be inspired to find one.



5.2 House of Prayer: Jesus called God’s house a “house of

prayer” (Matthew 21:13). We are the living stones in that house. As we join in

prayer, we build God’s house.

5.3 Corporate Unity Prayer: House of the Lord When we come

into the corporate unity for which Jesus prayed, then the world will believe that
Jesus is the Messiah and the Son of God who sent Him. We know this because

Jesus prayed for us:

“..that they all may be one, as You, Father, are in Me, and I
in You; that they also may be one in Us, that the world may believe
that You sent Me.” John 17:21 (NKJ)

Our failure to come together in unity to build the “House of the

Lord” while we each concentrate on ourselves, may be the reason we now find

ourselves putting our money into bags with holes.

5.4 Failure to Build God’s House: Money in Bags with Holes

Let us consider the application of Haggai 1:6-9 on our community,
nation and world as we read it together in unison:

Haggai 1:6-9 (NKJ): “You have sown much, and bring in little;
You eat, but do not have enough; You drink, but you are not filled
with drink; You clothe yourselves, but no one is warm; And he who
earns wages, earns wages to put into a bag with holes.” Thus says
the LORD of hosts: “Consider your ways! Go up to the mountains
and bring wood and build the temple, that I may take pleasure in
it and be glorified,” says the LORD. “You looked for much, but in-
deed it came to little; and when you brought it home, I blew it
away. Why?” says the LORD of hosts. “Because of My house that is

in ruins, while every one of you runs to his own house.



9:30 AM PRAYER SONG: “HOLY, HOLY, HOLY”

5.5 Multiplied Impact of Leaders for “Uprising” of Prayer:

As a group of leaders, if each of us takes our prayer covenant

seriously, we should not only pray ourselves but also inspire others to pray
sacrificially and fervently in faith that God not only can but will forgive our sins
and heal our land. With a Two Trillion Dollar national debt, we need God’s
provisions and healing. We often quote II Chronicles 7:14 but even with all our
“talk” I am just beginning to catch hold of the context and let it change me. It
applies specifically to God’s people in a time of affliction sent or allowed by God
that will only be fixed by God after we repent: “When I shut up Heaven, so
there is no rain, or command the locusts to devour the land, or send pes-
tilence among my people....” II Chronicles 7:13 (NKJ) precedes the promise
to forgive and heal. That is what has happened to our economy. God has
turned off the spigots of financial blessing and caused us to put our money in
bags with holes in them, because we have sinned by building our own homes
and businesses and ministries but not “put first” His House and His Kingdom.
Even our prayers for revival are often motivated by desire to make it better for

“me and mine” more than for “Him and His”.

6. CORPORATE PRAYER FOR “GREAT AWAKENING”

As we sense our need, maybe we are finally beginning to move

toward another Great Awakening. There have been several previous “Great
Awakenings” that have brought both revival and reformation at times when the

future of Christianity and of society seemed bleak. At the last summit, we re-



viewed some of these awakenings. (For details, see Appendix: “Another Great

Awakening?”)
Please pray as God leads you for a “Great Awakening” and for God

to move us, His people, toward significant extraordinary prayer. Perhaps whole
congregations will be moved to heartfelt prayer. When God’s people truly hum-
ble ourselves and pray, He will hear and change us and our community and, as
He changes individuals and communities, our nation and world. Let us sing

and pray together:

Appendix

Another Great Awakening?

Is God trying to get our attention?

After the 911 attacks on the World Trade Center and the Pentagon, there was a
short time of serious prayer and repentance, then a return to normal greed that
ultimately resulted in the current economic decline. However, there have been
prior times when our nation seemed in jeopardy of ceasing to be a Christian
nation, and, when God’s people really prayed, there was a Great Awakening.

Following are comments on some of the prior Great Awakenings made by Dr.
Edwin Orr, author of The Flaming Tongue, in his October 1976 message enti-
tled “The Role of Prayer in Spiritual Awakenings”:

Dr. A.T. Pearson once said, “There has never been a spiritual awakening in any
country or locality that did not begin in united prayer.”

L. FIRST GREAT AWAKENING (1734 - ):

A. Voltaire in France proclaimed that “Christianity will be forgotten in
30 years time”, influencing Americans as well.

B. JOHN ERSKINE of Scotland wrote a letter to Jonathan Edwards
enclosing a copy of his pamphlet entitled “Pleading with the People of
Scotland and Elsewhere to Unite in Prayer for a Revival of Religion”.

C. JONATHAN EDWARDS responded by publishing his own book in
1747 entitled “A HUMBLE ATTEMPT TO PROVOKE (a) EXPLICIT AGREE-
MENT AND (b) VISIBLE UNION OF (c) ALL GOD’S PEOPLE TO UNITE IN
(d) EXTRAORDINARY PRAYER FOR (e) THE REVIVAL OF RELIGION AND
ADVANCEMENT OF CHRIST’S KINGDOM”. Many responded. George
Whitefield proclaimed Christ at camp meetings. JOHN and CHARLES

WESLEY founded the Methodist movement with prayer and preaching
meetings throughout Great Britain and later, the U. S. with an emphasis
on prayer and sanctification and holiness.

D. The First Great Awakening followed and provoked the Christian
convictions that ultimately motivated many of those who founded our
country, as evangelism moved outside the clergy and the traditional
churches to reach common people in open air meetings.

SECOND GREAT AWAKENING (1794- ):

A. Moral Conditions Following the American Revolution:
1. Drunkenness was epidemic
2. Women were afraid to go out alone at night due to assaults
3. Bank robberies were “a daily occurrence”
4. Churches were stagnant and declining

Methodists were largest and losing members

b. Lutherans and Episcopalians considered combining
due to lack of growth; the Protestant Episcopal bishop
of NY quit functioning because he had nothing to do
and took other employment

C. Baptists were 2d largest had “their most wintry sea-
son”
d. Congregationalists strongest in New England had no

young people confirmed for 16 years

e. Presbyterians met in general assembly to deplore the
ungodliness of the country

5. U.S. Supreme Court Chief Justice John Marshall wrote a let-
ter to Bishop Madison of Virginia “The Church is too far gone
ever to be redeemed”.

6. College and young people were especially uninterested in
Christianity and even joined a widely publicized “filthy
speech movement”:

a. Harvard — not one believer; forced President to resign

b. Princeton — two believers and only 5 not belong to
“filthy speech movement”; burned down Nasser Hall
and took a Bible out of a Presbyterian Church and
burned it.

C. Williams College — mock communion
d. Dartmouth — anti-Christian plays
e. Christians met in secret like communist cells on cam-
puses
7. Church historian Kenneth Scott Latourette wrote of that

time that “It seemed as if Christianity were about to be ush-
ered out of the affairs of men. The churches had their backs
to the wall”.

How did God respond to this situation and who did He use to do

it? He used motivated Christians to provoke a “CONCERT OF PRAYER.”

C.

1. At Hampton-Sidney College in 1787, five Christians praying
in secret were rescued from a mob by University President Smith,
who then invited them to begin praying in his office. By the early
1800s, half the students there professed Christ. A wave of campus
revivals followed.

2. In 1792, a Union of Prayer in England included William
Carey, Andrew Fuller, John Sutliffe and others, which led to the
Second Great Awakening there and great missionary work started
the year after death of John Wesley.

In New England in 1794, Isaac Bacchus, a Baptist leader, sent out

a plea for prayer to ministers of every Christian denomination in the U.S.
to set aside the first Monday of every month to pray for revival and it was
adopted widely by the following churches which knew they “had their
backs to the wall”:

3. Sunrise on Sundays

B. Concerted Prayer: Jonathan Edwards, a leader of the
First Great Awakening, which preceded the American
Revolution, advocated

TARGETED PRAYERS PROCEDURE

PROCEDURE: Most of you have already been to at least one

summit. Some of you have been to all eleven (11) quarterly leadership
summits. Already, over 130 leaders have attended at least one (1) of our
prior prayer summits. However, for a few, this is your first time. For all

of our benefit, we will outline our group prayer procedure.

1. We want to pray short, topical prayers to allow others time

to hear, understand and agree.

2. Our purpose is to hear one another’s hearts and agree.

3. When a person leads out in a topic of prayer, we have

agreed to try to keep it short and pointed to one topic only. Then




stop. (No “run on” prayers.) We will wait and allow others to join in
prayer on the same topic as they are led. This allows us to “agree”
with each other’s prayers before we switch topics. Because we are

here all morning, we have time to be patient.

4. Silence is 0.k. We need to listen in silence and then pray as

God leads. If the Spirit of God is not leading one of us to pray aloud,

we will all enjoy silently listening for Him to speak to each of us.
5. If the facilitator mentions that we appear to be finished

with one topic and ready to move on to the next, or if, after 30 sec-

onds or more of silence no one has added to a topic, feel free to lead

out in another area, and we will repeat the process.

6. There is no limit to the number of times each person may each pray

briefly as different topics arise. Nor is there any stigma to those who

choose to agree silently with others and never pray aloud.
7. However, rather than “talk about” needs “to” each other,

we will “talk to God” about needs “in the presence of each other”.
