1.2 To agree with other communities in prayer for state, national
and world-wide transformation;

1.3 To renew and add members to the Greater Thomasville
Prayer Covenant (Attachment 1); and

1.4 To seek God’s direction for ourselves and our community.

Today we are going to worship and pray together in many areas, then
any of you who can do so, are invited to join us for a few minutes after the
Prayer Summit with a representative of Angel Food Ministry to see how Chris-
tians can help empower those on fixed incomes to meet their food needs as part

of our “prayer / care and share” initiative.

2. JESUS’ PRAYERS:




As leaders, God is calling each of us to lead our families,

offices, congregations or influence groups to pray and act together in
awareness of one another toward the unity for which Jesus’ prayer is re-
corded in John 17:21 “that we all may be one...that the world may be-

lieve...that You have sent Me.”

3. The Presence of God Initiates Transformation:

What would it take to make us become so white hot as to

start a spiritual nuclear reaction that would consume us, our families, and our
community, so that we all would “become one” in God? We need to seek and
see God with our “spiritual eyes”, to cause us to repent. That is why we are
here today to seek God together. Let’s read together and then meditate on

three (3) scriptures:

Job 42:5-6: “I had heard of you, with the hearing of my ears, but

now my eye sees You: Therefore, I abhor myself and repent in dust and

ashes.” Job was as good a man as any alive in his day, but when he

“saw” the Lord, he repented. So must we.

[saiah had a similar experience: Isaiah 6:5: “So I said: “Woe is
me, for I am undone! Because I am a man of unclean lips, And I dwell in
the midst of a people of unclean lips; For my eyes have seen the King, The
Lord of hosts.” Prayerfully, so will we. Hopefully, in response, God will
“touch” us as He did Isaiah when He said, “Your sin is purged.”

Isaiah 6:7

II Corinthians 3:18: “But we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in

a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image



from glory to glory, just as by the Spirit of the Lord.”

Let us engage in a time of silent prayer asking our loving God to reveal
Himself and His glory personally to each of us and all of us and to transform us
in whatever way He wants to change us.

(At this time, let’s spend a few minutes in silent prayer, meditating
on these scriptures and on our own personal relationships with God, con-
fessing any personal sins to Him, and each asking Him to move through
us at this prayer summit.)

3.1 God offers corporate healing if a community repents and

prays:

“If my people, who are called by my Name, will humble themselves,
and pray, and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways, then I (God)

will hear from Heaven, forgive their sins and heal their land.”

II Chronicles 7:14




As we do so in unity, with even one other person, our power is
multiplied. Jesus himself promised:

“...if two of you agree on earth concerning anything that they ask, it
will be done for them by My Father in heaven.” Matthew 18:19

(Note: Each of us should have one (1) or two (2) personal prayer
partners for that reason.)

When we come into the corporate unity for which Jesus

prayed, then the world will believe that Jesus is the Messiah and the Son of
God who sent Him. Jesus prayed for us:

“...that they all may be one, as You, Father, are in Me, and I in You;
that they also may be one in Us, that the world may believe that You sent
Me.” John 17:21

3.2 Individually we have already begun

to “seek His face”. Next we would like to pray corporately in agreement. Before
we engage in small group or large group prayers let by individuals, we would
first like to renew the corporate prayer covenant adopted at prior prayer sum-

mits. We have ninety-one (91) people on record as subscribers, but 131 differ-
ent leaders have participated in praying it over the course of seven (7) quarterly
summits. Early colonists signed a Mayflower Compact. If you would like to
add yourself as a “subscriber” to this Greater Thomasville Prayer Covenant,
please sign the attached copy and leave it on the registration table or your
chair when you leave. Whether or not you are led to sign on paper, we invite
you to consider it as we pray it together in segments this morning.



3.3 Now, let’s read, responsively, the scriptures in the preamble,

and then slowly read and pray responsively, in unison, the entire prayer cove-
nant. To allow more time for reflection, I will read a portion aloud, then stop,
then the group will do the same, making unified declarations and prayers. Af-
ter each segment, we will pause for a moment of reflection and silent prayer on
that topic. After a moment of silent meditation, we will move on to the next

segment until we have joined in the entire prayer covenant.

4. PROCEDURE: Most of you have already been to at least one

summit. Some of you have been to all seven (7) summits. Already, 131 leaders
have attended at least one (1) of our prior prayer summits. However, for a few,

this is your first time. For your benefit, we will outline today’s procedure.

4.1 We want to pray short, topical prayers to allow others time to

hear, understand and agree.

4.2 Our purpose is to know one another’s hearts and agree to

ask God to transform us, our community, state, and nation, and to take any

actions God may lead us to take.

4.3 When a person leads out in a topic of prayer, we have agreed

to keep it short and pointed to one topic only. Then stop. We will wait and al-

low others to join in prayer on the same topic as they are led. This allows us to

“agree” with each other’s prayers before we switch topics.

4.4 Silence is 0.k. We need to listen in silence and then pray as




God leads. If the Spirit of God is not leading one of us to pray aloud, we will all

enjoy silently listening for Him to speak to each of us.

4.5 If the facilitator mentions that we appear to be finished

with one topic and ready to move on to the next, or if, after 30 seconds or more

of silence no one has added to a topic, you will be free to lead out in another

area, and we will repeat the process.

4.6 There is no limit to the number of times we may each pray

briefly as different topics arise. Nor is there any stigma if we choose to agree

silently with others and never pray aloud.
4.7 However, rather than “talk about” needs “to” each other,

we will “talk to God” about needs “in the presence of each other”.
