9:00 AM 2.   TODAY’S THEME:  GOING BACK TO BETHEL:  SHARING 

GOD’S DREAM FOR A HOLY NATION 

 



  2.1 Rev. Dutch Sheets, author of Intercessory Prayer recently 

noted that 2010 is the 40th year since the Woodstock “love in” ushered in the 

“new morality” and a wave of new music and new culture that moved us toward 

situational ethics and away from recognition of God‟s law as the foundation for 

our nation.   

2.2 “Woodstock” took place in Bethel, New York.  In the Bible,  

God made covenant at a different Bethel with Abraham (Genesis 12:7-8) and 

then twice with Jacob (Genesis 27:13-22 and Genesis 35:1-15) to “give them 

the land” and bless them, and there they made covenant with God to serve Him 

and built altars to the Living God.  Biblically, 40 years is a “generation”.  This 

is our year to start a “new generation” and seek to make our own covenant with 

God for a “Great Awakening” so that God‟s dream (that He gave Jacob) will be-

come our dream for the Kingdom of God.  Sheets said:  “We don‟t just need 

„change‟ for the sake of change:  We need to be „altered‟ at God‟s „altar‟,” as 

Jacob was when he slept with his head on a rock probably taken from Abra-

ham‟s original altar, dreamed, and saw an “open heaven” with angels ascend-

ing and descending on “Jacob‟s ladder”.  Our focus today is our repentance at 

God‟s altar, asking God to open the heavens to us, and then “bless us to be a 

blessing” as He did Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.  (Genesis 12:1-3)   

2.3  Let us read and consider together Isaiah 9:6-7 often read at 

Christmas, but really applicable to our prayers today, as we ask God to show 

us His dream so we can dream it with Him and have faith for Jesus Christ to 

assert His dominion as our King: 

 Isaiah 9:6-7 (NKJ):  (Read in unison) 

 “6 For unto us a Child is born,  

       Unto us a Son is given;  

       And the government will be upon His shoulder.  

       And His name will be called  



       Wonderful!  

Counselor!  

Mighty God!  

       Everlasting Father!  

Prince of Peace!  

       7 Of the increase of His government and peace  

       There will be no end,  

       Upon the throne of David and over His kingdom,  

       To order it and establish it with judgment and justice  

       From that time forward, even forever.  

       The zeal of the Lord of hosts will perform this!” 

  2.4 SONG:  “O COME LET US ADORE HIM” 

9:05 AM 2.5 JESUS’ PRAYERS:   

As leaders, God is calling each of us to lead our families,  

offices, congregations or influence groups to pray and act together in aware-

ness of one another toward the unity for which Jesus‟ prayer is recorded in 

John 17:21 “that we all may be one…that the world may believe…that 

You have sent Me.”  Each Great Awakening has occurred after a groundswell  

of prayer, after times of great sin and trouble.  Today, we have had great sin 

and are experiencing great trouble.  Hopefully, God‟s people will realize we are 

“in captivity” to a great “national debt” and world system and become fervent, 

not complacent.   

9:10 AM 3. THE PRESENCE OF GOD INITIATES TRANSFORMATION: 

  3.1   There have been several previous “Great Awakenings” that 

have brought both revival and reformation at times when the future of Christi-

anity and of society seemed bleak.  At prior summits, we reviewed some of 



these awakenings.  See www.communitytransformationinc.com or call my office 

for copies. 

3.2 What would it take to make us (we who are here today) to 

become so white hot as to ignite a spiritual nuclear reaction that would con-

sume us, our families, and our community, so that eventually we all would 

“become one” in God?  We need to seek and see God with our “spiritual eyes”, 

to cause us to repent. That is why we are here today to seek God together for 

“transformation”.   

3.3 Let‟s read together in unison the following scripture:   

II Corinthians 3:18:  “But we all, with unveiled face, beholding  

as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same 

image from glory to glory, just as by the Spirit of the Lord.” 

  3.4 The first Wednesday of this year, before our pastors met to 

pray, I woke up in the middle of the night and heard clearly in my spirit the im-

mediate quotation of a scripture I had not heard or read recently.  Let‟s read 

and quote it together:  Isaiah 55:6-7 (NKJ): 

  “6 Seek the LORD while He may be found,  

        Call upon Him while He is near.  

         7 Let the wicked forsake his way,  

        And the unrighteous man his thoughts;  

        Let him return to the LORD,  

        And He will have mercy on him;  

        And to our God,  

        For He will abundantly pardon.” 

3.5 Let us engage in a time of silent prayer asking our loving  

God to reveal Himself and His glory personally to each of us and all of us and 



to transform us in whatever way He wants to change us, confessing any per-

sonal sins to Him, each asking Him to move through us at this prayer summit.

4.1 Individually we have already begun to “seek God‟s face”. 

Next we would like to pray corporately in agreement.  Before we engage in 

prayers led by individuals, we would first like to renew the corporate prayer 

covenant adopted at prior prayer summits.  Over 140 different leaders have 

participated in praying it over the course of thirteen (13) quarterly prayer sum-

mits.    We hope you will do so in your own prayer groups.  First, let‟s do it 

again now.   

4.2 In order to think about it and then pray it, please listen as  

Board Member, Maxwell Crapps, who leads our weekly intercessory prayer 

team, reads each section, then pray responsively in unison, the following 

Prayer Covenant:

9:20 AM PRAYER SONG:   “GOD BLESS AMERICA” 

  5.1  Large Group Prayers of Repentance and Intercession: 

  If we really want God to bless America, we all know we need to re-

pent of our sins.  In a moment, we will have a season for us to lead out in 

group prayers of repentance and intercession, as Daniel did, “identifying” with 

the sins of Israel when praying for it to be relieved of its captivity by Babylon.  

We are captive to the Babylon system of this world and its worldly ways that 

oppose God‟s ways.  As a nation, we have mortgaged our future, owing 

“trillions” of dollars.  As we prepare to repent and intercede, let‟s each ask God 

to reveal to us what “fallow” ground he would like us to “plow up” today as we 

prayerfully read aloud together in unison and consider the following scrip-

ture: 

  Hosea 10:12-13 (NKJ): 

  “12 Sow for yourselves righteousness;  

        Reap in mercy;  

        Break up your fallow ground,  

        For it is time to seek the LORD,  

        Till He comes and rains righteousness on you.  

         13 You have plowed wickedness;  

        You have reaped iniquity.  

        You have eaten the fruit of lies,  

        Because you trusted in your own way,  

        In the multitude of your mighty men.” 



  5.2  Failure to Build God’s House:  Money in Bags with Holes   

 Our failure to come together in unity to build the “House of the  

Lord” while we each concentrate on ourselves, may be the reason we now find 

ourselves putting our money into bags with holes. 

Let us consider the application of Haggai 1:6-9 on our community,  

nation and world as we read it together in unison:   

Haggai 1:6-9 (NKJ):  “You have sown much, and bring in little; 

You eat, but do not have enough; You drink, but you are not filled 

with drink; You clothe yourselves, but no one is warm; And he who 

earns wages, earns wages to put into a bag with holes.” Thus says 

the LORD of hosts: “Consider your ways! Go up to the mountains 

and bring wood and build the temple, that I may take pleasure in 

it and be glorified,” says the LORD. “You looked for much, but in-

deed it came to little; and when you brought it home, I blew it 

away. Why?” says the LORD of hosts. “Because of My house that is 

in ruins, while every one of you runs to his own house.” 

  5.3 Prayers of Repentance:  As God pricks your heart and 

leads you, please take turns leading out in sentence prayers of repentance for 

some of the different ways in which we have individually or corporately been 

guilty of building and running to our own houses without participating in 

building God‟s house.  Let‟s pray for the needs of our community together.  

Each of you may lead out in a topical prayer, then we will wait at least thirty 

(30) seconds for others to join in adding prayers on the same topic, before 

changing topics.  E.g., 

  “Lord, please forgive me for….”   

“Lord, please forgive us and our community for …..” 



“Lord, please heal our land and ...” 

“Lord, please pour out your spirit on us so that ….” 

10:00 AM 6.  SEVEN MOUNTAINS:  At a prior summit, Barry Perez intro-

duced us to the Seven (7) Mountains of Influence in Culture and  

suggested we begin to see ourselves as change agents in one or more of 

seven (7) spheres.  Here is some background. 

In 1975, Bill Bright, founder of Campus Crusade, and Loren  

Cunningham, founder of Youth with a Mission, had lunch together in Colorado. 

God simultaneously gave each of these Christian leaders a message to give to 

the other. That message was that if we are to impact any nation for Jesus 

Christ, then we would have to affect the seven (7) spheres, or mountains of so-

ciety that are its pillars of influence. About a month later, the Lord showed the 

great theologian, Francis Schaeffer, in Switzerland the same thing. In essence, 

God was telling these three (3) great Christian leaders where the battlefields 

are. In the real world (“the marketplace”) is where the culture will be won or 

lost. Their assignment was to begin to raise up change agents to scale and con-

quer the seven (7) mountains and to help a new generation of change agents 

understand the larger story. These are the seven (7) mountains or spheres of 

influence, which have now been affirmed and are being addressed throughout 

the nation and world by many Christian leaders, in a growing recognition that 

all seven (7) must be infiltrated and transformed from within by Christian in-

fluence if we are to have genuine “transformation” and marketplace ministry.  

Please ask yourself with which of these spheres of influence you are most in-

volved, and in which you have the best opportunity to be “salt” and “light” to 

exert a Godly transforming influence: 

(1) business,  

(2) government,  

(3) media,  

(4) arts and entertainment,  



(5) education,  

(6) the family  

(7) religion.  

There are many possible subgroups under these main categories, 

And other possible classifications. For more information, see 

www.reclaim7mountains.com and related links. Meanwhile, please consider 

with which of these seven (7) areas you are “most connected” and consider 

whether you might initiate a prayer and support group within your sphere. For 

future prayer summits, we hope to have leaders in each of these groups repre-

sented. 

  Our goal is to be salt (Matthew 5:13) and light (Matthew 5:16) in 

every sphere of society.  If we are, men will be drawn to the light.  At our Pas-

tors‟ Prayer Summit last fall, God impressed upon me that this will be the year 

of Isaiah 60.  I have since heard several others say the same thing.  Let‟s read 

together in unison Isaiah 60:1-5 (NKJ) before we have prayers for the seven (7) 

mountains: 

  “1 Arise, shine; 

        For your light has come!  

        And the glory of the LORD is risen upon you.  

         2 For behold, the darkness shall cover the earth,  

        And deep darkness the people;  

        But the LORD will arise over you,  

        And His glory will be seen upon you.  

         3 The Gentiles shall come to your light,  

        And kings to the brightness of your rising.  

         4 Lift up your eyes all around, and see:  

        They all gather together, they come to you;  

        Your sons shall come from afar,  

        And your daughters shall be nursed at your side.  

         5 Then you shall see and become radiant,  

        And your heart shall swell with joy;  

        Because the abundance of the sea shall be turned to you,  



        The wealth of the Gentiles shall come to you.” 

Let‟s join Barry Perez as he leads us in prayer for these mountains  

to be taken, then let‟s have one (1) person lead out in a prayer for each of these 

seven (7) mountains of culture to be transformed. 

Next, Jim Hobby, our Vice Chairman for Strategic Planning, will  

lead us as we divide and pray in small groups for one another and for God‟s 

Kingdom to come in each of these spheres.

TARGETED PRAYERS PROCEDURE 

 

PROCEDURE:  Most of you have already been to at least one  

summit.  Some of you have been to all eleven (11) quarterly leadership 

summits.  Already, over 130 leaders have attended at least one (1) of our 

prior prayer summits.  However, for a few, this is your first time.  For all 

of our benefit, we will outline our group prayer procedure.   

 

1. We want to pray short, topical prayers to allow others time  

to hear, understand and agree.     

1. Our purpose is to hear one another‟s hearts and agree. 



2. When a person leads out in a topic of prayer, we have  

agreed to try to keep it short and pointed to one topic only.  Then 

stop. (No “run on” prayers.)  We will wait and allow others to join in 

prayer on the same topic as they are led.  This allows us to “agree” 

with each other‟s prayers before we switch topics.   Because we are 

here all morning, we have time to be patient. 

3. Silence is o.k.  We need to listen in silence and then pray as 

God leads.  If the Spirit of God is not leading one of us to pray aloud, 

we will all enjoy silently listening for Him to speak to each of us.   

4. If the facilitator mentions that we appear to be finished  

with one topic and ready to move on to the next, or if, after 30 sec-

onds or more of silence no one has added to a topic, feel free to lead 

out in another area, and we will repeat the process.  

5. There is no limit to the number of times each person may each pray 

briefly as different topics arise.  Nor is there any stigma to those who 

choose to agree silently with others and never pray aloud.   

6. However, rather than “talk about” needs “to” each other, 

we will “talk to God” about needs “in the presence of each other”. 

 

 

 

PRAYER PARTNERS 

 

Prayer Partners:  As we pray in unity, with even one other  

person, our power is multiplied.  Jesus himself promised:    



“…if two of you agree on earth concerning anything that they 

ask, it will be done for them by My Father in heaven.”  Matthew 

18:19  (NKJ) 

Each of us should have one (1) or two (2) personal prayer  

partners for that reason.  If you do not have one, maybe out of these prayer 

summits you will find one or be inspired to find one.  

House of Prayer:  Jesus called God‟s house a “house of  

prayer” (Matthew 21:13).  We are the living stones in that house.  As we join in 

prayer, we build God‟s house. 

Corporate Unity Prayer:  House of the Lord  When we 

come into the corporate unity for which Jesus prayed, then the world will be-

lieve that Jesus is the Messiah and the Son of God who sent Him.  We know 

this because Jesus prayed for us:   

“…that they all may be one, as You, Father, are in Me, and I 

in You; that they also may be one in Us, that the world may believe 

that You sent Me.”  John 17:21  (NKJ)
