2. CASTING THE VISION:  Doug Silvis 

Where there is no vision, the people perish.”  Proverbs 29:18 

After five (5) Marketplace Leader Prayer Summits, where have we been, and 

where are we going?  For a “history” of what God has done in our first five (5) 

summits, see Attachment 10. 

 

2.1 CONCERT OF PRAYER: 

   2.1.1 At a time when our young nation appeared on the 

verge of abandoning Christ, when Christians in colleges had gone under-

ground, Bibles were publicly banned, drunkenness was epidemic, and 

women were afraid to walk the streets alone at night, and pastors and 

bishops were resigning to take secular jobs, Jonathan Edwards wrote a 

pamphlet entitled:  “A humble attempt to promote explicit agreement and 

visible union of all God’s people in extraordinary prayers for the revival of  

religion and advancement of all God’s Kingdom”.  The response to his call 

and the calls of others produced a “Concert of Prayer” that led to the 

First Great Awakening in our nation.  Similar calls and a Concert of Prayer 

led to the Second Great Awakening.  We are in serious need of a Great 

Awakening today. 

   2.1.2 Dutch Sheets, author of the book Intercessory 

Prayer stated in January, 2008: 

   One cannot talk about a prayer movement apart from 

the idea of Community Transformation – consciousness of the Church of 

the City or Community being composed of many congregations which 

cannot rest in their own inheritance until they help each other drive out 

the giants so that each can take possession of its respective sector of the 

Kingdom of God in their mutual community.  Christian leaders every-

where seem to be saying similar things.   

A group of pastors and I founded Community  



Transformation, Inc. in Thomasville in 2000, and began praying, hoping 

but not knowing, God had begun or would soon begin planting similar or-

ganizations or ideas everywhere.  

 

2.2 VISION:  Because of what you and other Christian  

leaders, ministries, and congregations have already done, and because of 

your commitment in the last two (2) years to Quarterly Marketplace 

Leader Prayer Summits, Mission America has nominated and invited 

Thomasville to become one of eighteen (18) cities in the USA joined in an 

alliance as “Pilot Cities” in a program called LC2C:  “Loving Our Cities To 

Christ”, whose three (3) fold mission statement is to engage in PRAYER, 

CARE, and SHARE.  Community Transformation, Inc.’s Board sees this as 

a wonderful opportunity and is working toward a Memorandum of Under-

standing with Mission America.  We will share more on that topic during 

lunch, but the website is www.missionamerica.or.  However, we ask for 

you to pray today that God will give us and our community “ears to hear” 

His strategic plan for all of us to appreciate and help each other to be sure 

every sector receives PRAYER and CARE and someone to SHARE. 

 

3. UNITY VIA NUCLEAR FUSION (FROM SUMMIT #4): 

As leaders, God is calling each of us to lead our families,  

offices, congregations or influence groups to pray and act together in 

awareness of one another toward the unity for which Jesus’ prayer is re-

corded in John 17:21 “that we all may be one…that the world may be-

lieve…that You have sent Me.” 

3.1 HOW CAN WE, WHO ARE VERY DIVERSE, BECOME ONE 

IN CHRIST?  ONLY BY “TRANSFORMATION” 

I want to share again a vision God gave me over two (2) years 

ago while praying for our community.  I saw a nuclear reaction, the 

kind in which everything solid is sucked into the consuming fire in 

the center and is immediately transformed into nuclear white light.  



I knew nuclear fusion fueled hydrogen bombs, but later learned it 

is also the type of nuclear reaction that fuels stars.  It points to the 

way a nuclear reaction could start with any one of us, or all of us, 

and would draw in and consume and ultimately transform every-

one around us, like the song that says “Let me lose myself  

 

and find it Lord, in Thee.  Let myself be lost, my friends see only 

Thee.”   

It takes nuclear fission (atom-splitting, an A-bomb) to ignite 

nuclear fusion like an H-bomb.  Our prayer is that each of us die 

to ourselves and are transformed in whatever way is necessary to 

make us the catalyst for nuclear fusion.  What will it take to ignite 

us?  With this in mind, consider the following points and scrip-

tures: 

 

3.2 The Nature of God is Nuclear Fusion (“Consuming Fire”): 

 

 “Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom that cannot be 

shaken, let us be thankful, and so worship God acceptably 

with reverence and awe, for “our God is a consuming fire.”  

Hebrews 12:28-29  What is more of an all-consuming fire 

than nuclear fusion?  What creates total transformation even 

more than fire?  Nuclear fusion changes matter into energy. 

 

3.3 The Presence of God Initiates Transformation: 

 

 What would it take to make us become so white hot as to 

start a spiritual nuclear reaction that would consume us, 

our families, and our community?  We need to seek and see 

God.  That is why we are here today.   

 

Consider Isaiah 6:1-8:  “…I saw the Lord sitting on a throne, 

high and lifted up, and the train of His robe filled the temple.  

Above it stood seraphim;…And one cried to another and 

said:  Holy, holy, holy is The LORD of hosts; The whole earth 

is full of His glory!  And the posts of the door were shaken by 



the voice of him who cried out, and the house was filled with 

smoke.  So I said:  Woe is me, for I am undone!  Because I 

am a man of unclean lips, And I dwell in the midst of a peo-

ple of unclean lips; For my eyes have seen the King, The 

LORD of hosts.  Then one of the seraphim flew to me, having 

in his hand a live coal which he had taken with the tongs 

from the altar.  And he touched my mouth with it, and said:  

Behold, this has touched your lips; Your iniquity is taken 

away, And your sins purged.   

 

3.4 The Result of Transformation is Christian Action: 

 

Also I heard the voice of the Lord, saying:  “Whom shall I 

send, And who will go for Us?”  Then I said, Here am I!  Send 

me.”   

 

3.5  God Commands Us to Change: 

 

 “…[P]resent your bodies, as living sacrifices, Holy and ac-

ceptable to God, as your spiritual worship; and 

“…[B]e not conformed to this world, but be transformed by 

the renewing of your minds, that you may prove and accom-

plish the perfectly approved will of God.” Romans 12:1-2 

 

3.6 God Offers Corporate Healing If We Truly Repent and 

Pray: 

 

 “If my people, who are called by my Name, will humble them-

selves, and pray, and seek My face, and turn from their 

wicked ways, then I (God) will hear from Heaven, forgive their 

sins and heal their land.”  II Chronicles 7:14 

 
3.7 STRATEGIC PLANNING:  APPLICATION TODAY 

Together, we are about to pray and ask God to heal us 

and heal our community.  We also want to ask Him to lead us 



toward developing a community action plan – not to duplicate 

or compete, but to encourage and appreciate one another and 

avoid duplication.  On the other hand, we want to pray that He 

will show us if there are needs not being met so that no sector 

of need nor any group of people is missed in our effort to cover 

them in PRAYER, to be sure they receive someone’s Christian 

CARE, and that someone finds a way to SHARE with them the 

Gospel of the Kingdom. 

   

 

3.8 Prayer Summit No. 6 (07 March 08):   Howard Boyd, a 

pastor from Brinson, Missouri and facilitator of our first two (2) prayer 

summits, is back to lead us today.  Howard is a Director of International Re-

newal Ministries and has recently been appointed a “City Coach” by Mission 

America, which has offered to pay to send him to work quarterly with our Stra-

tegic Planning leadership at no cost to us, accept our agreement to be part of 

an alliance of 18 U.S. cities committed to love our cities into the Kingdom of 

God and share ideas and results with one another. 

 

LED BY HOWARD BOYD   

PROCEDURE:  Most of you have already been to at least one  

summit.  Some of you have been to all five (5) summits.  For others, this is your 

first time.  For your benefit, Howard Boyd will outline today’s procedure and 

lead our summit.   

3.8.1 We will pray short prayers, topical prayers.  He may suggest  

a topic initially.   

3.8.2 Later on, because our purpose is to know one another’s  

hearts and come along side each other to transform our community, we will 

simply allow you to choose your own topics as you lead out in prayer on a topic 

concerning which you are already active or passionate.   

3.8.3 When a person leads out in a topic of prayer, we ask that 



you keep it short and pointed to one topic only.  Then stop.  We will wait and 

allow others to join in prayer on the same topic as they are led.   

3.8.4 Silence is o.k.  We need to listen in silence and then pray as 

God leads.   

3.8.5 When the facilitator mentions that we appear to be finished  

with one topic and ready to move on to the next, or if, after 30 seconds or more 

of silence no one has added to a topic, you will be free to lead out in another 

area, and we will repeat the process.  

  3.8.6 There is no limit to the number of times you may pray briefly  

as different topics arise.  Nor is there any stigma if you choose to agree silently 

with others rather than aloud.   

 

3.8.7 However, rather than “talk about” needs to each other, 

we will “talk to God” about needs in the presence of each other.

Covenant (Attachment #1), or the scriptures printed above.  

5.2 Ask God to show you how He wants to change you and to  

prepare your heart to join in that prayer covenant, or to ignite nuclear fusion.   

5.3 Let’s each imagine and pray that we can become what we  

ought to be:  

(1) perfectly pure in our personal thought life; 

(2) perfectly unselfish in our family and circle of friends; 

(3) perfectly holy in our conversation; 

(4) perfectly kind as a friend, spouse, and parent;  

(5) perfectly wise as a Christian boss or leader.   

5.4 Let’s repent, as needed, and pray that God will conform us 

to His will in each of those areas, asking forgiveness for our sins via private, si-

lent confession, and prayer. 

 

5.5 Recognizing we are all imperfect people who have agreed to 

pray together, as we pray, let’s agree that God will answer each other’s prayers, 

so that all of us will leave transformed into better people.

Next Summit Thursday, May 3, 8:00 a.m. - Noon 

 

DATE: February 9, 2007 

 

As most of you are aware, we have now had two Marketplace Leadership Prayer Sum-

mits, one which occurred on September 30, 2006, and the next which occurred on 

January 26, 2007.  In each meeting, the group in attendance elected to initiate or 

continue a plan of quarterly meetings.  It was agreed that the next Marketplace Lead-

ership Prayer Summit is scheduled for Thursday, May 3, 2007, from 8:00 a.m. to 

11:00 a.m., to occur on the National Day of Prayer, Thursday, May 3, 2007. Charles 

Balfour has again offered to host the summit at Myrtlewood Plantation Clubhouse, 

and the group gratefully agreed to return there.  The summit will be simplified in that 

there will not be a “breakfast”, in order to allow the group to move directly into prayer 

time from 8:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. and then adjourn in time for each attendee to meet 

invited family, friends and co-workers and participate in the Annual National Day of 

Prayer activities held at First Baptist Church at Noon.   

 

With respect to “Prayer Summit II” held January 26, 2007: 

 

Invitees / Attendees 

 

We had fifty (50) participants in attendance, forty-five (45) of whom were invited 

CEOs or COOs of business, industry, government or ministry, and the other five (5) of 

whom were volunteers serving the summit but also participating.  A copy of the list of 

participants is attached for your easy information. 

 

Approximately as many other persons expressed a desire to come, but due to con-

flicts were unable to join those in attendance.  Hopefully, with advanced notice, each 

of you can schedule ahead for the National Day of Prayer and treat it as, in fact, at 



least a “Half Day of Prayer”, from 8:00 a.m. – 1:00 p.m., including the Leadership 

Summit and the Public Service.  

 

Prayer Covenant 

 

Each member of the summit participated in, signed and acknowledged the Greater 

Thomasville Prayer Covenant, which was adopted at the first summit.  A copy of it is 

attached for your review.   
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Unified Agreement to Build Walls of Our Community vs. Invasion of Sin 

 

In addition to the scriptures noted on the Prayer Covenant, the attendees again con-

sidered John 17:20-21, which records the following prayer of Jesus Christ: 

 

20 “My prayer is not for them alone.  I pray also for those who will be-

lieve in me through their message; 

21 That all of them may be one, Father, just as you are in me and I am 

in you.  May they also be in us so that the world may believe that you 

have sent me.” NKJV 

 

There was also a brief discussion of Nehemiah Chapters 3 and 4, and the manner in 

which those rebuilding the walls of Jerusalem each built there own respective sec-

tions of the walls or gates, but remained available to come to the aid of each other:  

“Wherever you hear the sound of the trumpet . . . Our God will fight for us.”  Nehe-

miah 4:20 

 

Also noted was Nehemiah 3:21 which showed how the priests (possibly analogous to 

today’s pastors and priests) came together to rebuild “the sheep gate” as the first step 

in rebuilding the walls of Jerusalem.  Prayers were made and calls are going out to 

pastors of this and other cities to identify with one another as elders of the city and 

rebuild the sheep gate of the city in a spiritual sense, just as we are all endeavoring 

to rebuild, or to build in the first instance, our portions of the spiritual walls around 

our city so that Satan and the sins which so easily beset us can be excluded.  We are 

praying and believing for the Thomasville, Thomas County, and our region to be 

transformed into an area that reflects the Kingdom of God, and “agreeing” in prayer 

with other groups praying for their communities.  We are part of a “global” prayer 

movement believing that as each community rises up to pray and God answers, “the 

earth will be filled with the knowledge of the Glory of the Lord”. 

 



Facilitator’s Report of Thomasville’s Impact on USA 

 

Reverend Howard Boyd of Branson, Missouri, a director of International Renewal 

Ministries and founder of Prayer Works, Inc., facilitated our first and second sum-

mits.  He reported that the leaders in Branson, Missouri, and other areas over which 

he has had influence or with which he has had significant connection, have been en-

couraged by the initiative taken in the Thomasville area to have a “leadership” prayer 

summit and are intending to emulate that example by doing so themselves.  In fact, 

the leaders of Branson, Missouri, are planning their first marketplace leadership 

prayer summit for the National Day of Prayer, to coincide with our third such sum-

mit.   
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Purpose of Leadership Prayer Summit 

 

The first purpose of each prayer summit is to express to God, in behalf of those we 

represent as leaders, a unified prayer for Him to move on and transform us and our 

community to conform to His will and purposes. 

 

The additional hope and prayer of leaders in the community, in coming together in 

prayer summits that are specifically directed towards people in senior leadership, is 

to assist such persons to identify with one another as Christian  

leaders and motivate and encourage each other, through praying together, to go back 

and permeate the city with prayer throughout the marketplace. 

 

During the three hours of prayer which followed the 8:00 to 8:30 a.m.  breakfast 

time, Reverend Boyd led the group in times of thanksgiving and praise, repentance, 

and heartfelt expression of our “need” individually and as a community for God to 

move upon us in order to bring about the transformation we desire and He desires.  



Individuals offered such prayers both in the assembly of fifty and in small groups of 

five, at various times during the morning.   

 

Facilitator’s Report to Pastors at Follow-Up Meeting 1/31/07 

 

The following week, on Wednesday, January 31, Howard Boyd met with a group of 

pastors at the regular CTI prayer meeting and, after a time of prayer, provided the fol-

lowing additional words of encouragement and report: 

 

I. He encouraged the next prayer summit group to consider doing the fol-

lowing things:   

 

a. To identify those who have common interests as catalyst groups for 

“directed” small group prayers at the next summit, e.g., educators or 

those involved in ministry to youth; professionals in various special-

ties; government leaders; those in the medical community; those in 

manufacturing; pastors; law enforcement. 

 

b.  Invite community leaders to share their greatest prayer needs 

with the pastor prayer summit group and gave the following as pos-

sible examples: 

 

1.  School superintendent in one city asked prayed for God to supply  

tutors for fourth graders, and each church ultimately agreed to 

supply at least one (1). 
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2. The sheriff or police chief or medical community might identify 

security areas in the city for which prayer is needed.  In one city, 



that has resulted in pastors and other leaders engaging in tours 

to pray in the jails, the hospital emergency room and other places 

of high need. 

 

II. He reported on what some other cities had done in response to pastors 

and marketplace prayer summits:  

 

a. Little Rock, Arkansas, engaged a research team to determine what 

the people of the city (as distinguished from its pastors) consider to 

be the greatest areas of need and then sought to address those areas 

in the order of importance.  The research group found that the per-

ception of spiritual leaders as to the needs differed greatly from 

those perceived by the population. The population responded very 

positively when the church began to address the needs which they 

considered to be significant. 

 

b.  Boise, Idaho, determined, like dairy farmers who advertise milk 

rather than their own individual dairies, to advertise the unified 

church of the city and engage in projects such as raising funds to 

pay people’s parking tickets in front of the courthouse on designated 

days as a way of demonstrating “God’s Grace”.  Similarly, they 

agreed to have over 100 churches participate by placing a specific 

part of their respective  budgets into a common pool for city pur-

poses  

including, but not limited to, the above and a regular full page news-

paper ad in which each pastor’s picture and church designation is 

advertised in the form of a large cross with contact information and 

encouragement that people participate in the church of their choice.  

They also created radio spots in which, regardless of size of the 

church, each pastor takes a turn on a rotating basis, with the adver-

tising fees paid by the community church fund. 

 

III. Prayer vs. Action:   

 



Noting that the church as a whole tends to divide between those that 

are “piestic” and believe “prayer is the answer” to everything and those 

who are social service minded who want to “do something”, there needs 

to be a merger of the two resulting in “both occurring”.   
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In one city, leaders divided into four (4) catalyst groups:  (i) family, (ii) 

education, (iii) employers and (iv) character development, prayer led 

them to identify and create initiatives in combining education and char-

acter development.  The school system identified a “character first” pro-

gram in all the schools and the churches worked together to put up 

posters to help to cause discussion community wide of certain character 

traits on a weekly basis which would also be taught in the school sys-

tems.  During such times of emphasis, students could bring in the Bible 

or other resource material and use it during their discussions of  

“character” and why they were motivated toward certain character 

traits, thus allowing Bibles in schools in a legitimate way. 

 

Furthermore, he noted that in some cities the leadership of the city as a 

whole agreed to give “vouchers” to certain churches which were han-

dling specialized areas of ministry that did not raise much revenue but 

met a particular need such as a poverty program, helping people to find 

work, ministering to expelled or special needs students, etc.

Having an Encounter with God 

  By Henry Blackaby 

    The following is edited from a message given at the Midwest Prayer Conference of Harvest 

Prayer Ministries, in October 2006 at Maryland Community Church in Terre Haute, Indiana. 

é"Praying for a Change." Most of those in the Scriptures who had an encounter with God were 

immediately and forever changed. When we are in the presence of God, He brings about a radi-

cal changeéOur primary purpose for coming into the house of God ought to be to have an en-

counter with Godétransformational change.  

Isaiah’s Encounter with God 

    In Isaiah chapter six we see a remarkable encounter Isaiah had with GodéSuddenly Isaiah 

was in the presence of the holiness of God. Some people talk about being in the presence of the 

holiness of God, and we sing about the holiness of God, and yet somehow weôre not experienc-

ing the holiness of God. If we got into the presence of the holiness of God I would guess that a 



number of us would have to respond with Isaiah: "Woe is me, for I am undone! Because I am a 

man of unclean lips, and I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips" (Isa. 6:5). 

    The presence and holiness of God always expose the specific need in your life that is keeping 

you from a deeper encounter with GodéSomething had to come from the altar of God and that 

is a life-transforming moment. Coals from off the altar touched his lips, and an amazing thing 

happened. When his lips were cleansed, his ears were openedéIsaiah heard God saying, 

"Whom shall I send, and who will go for Us?" 

    Could that encounter happen to you? Do you suppose God has someone to whom He wants 

to send youéHe has been trying to find someone who will hear Him say, "Who will go for 

Us?" ...Are you ready?  

Praying for a Change in Our Nation 

   Are you ñPraying for a Change??òéOne person with passionate praying can turn a nation 

around! Why then is the nation not being turned around if we keep saying that weôre praying? 

éWe donôt need more praying as much as a qualitatively different relationship with GodéDo 

you want to be the kind of person God could call on to pray because He knows the quality rela-

tionship you have to Him and that through your praying huge changes would take place in the 

nation and around the world?...What kind of changes need to be made in your life so that God 

could work profoundly through your life? 

 

 

Moses’ Prayer Life 

 éMoses stood between the sinning people and God, and pled for them, even asking God to 

take his name out of the book of life but to spare theirs. According to the Scriptures, the prayer 

life of Moses changed the heart of God. 

éIn Romans 8:26 Paul says one weakness we have is we do not know what to pray for as we 

oughté"Lord, I donôt know what to pray as I ought!ò  What should I pray for my president? 

What should I pray for the upcoming elections? Our nation is being shattered. How then shall I 

pray? éWill you passionately pray consistently until you know that God has heard and an-

swered? 

éYour prayer life and mine and your churchôs prayer life and mine can determine the course of 

historyé. 

éAn incredible breakdown has occurred in family life, in ethics in high places and in other un-

precedented wayséGodôs people no longer believe that when they pray, God can and will pow-

erfully affect the nation. 



 éDeuteronomy 9:8: "You provoked the Lord to wrathé."éDo you know what happens when 

the people of God no longer have an intimate relationship with God? It provokes Him to anger, 

because God knows what is at stake eternally when His people do not function in a relationship 

to Him. 

 éIf you are a spiritual leader of any kind, and if you are a parent you are one, remember Godôs 

people can provoke Him to anger where He would destroy us.  

What is on the Heart of God? 

 éWhen was the last time you felt it was significant to know what was on the heart of God? 

Whatôs on the heart of God for your children? Whatôs on the heart of God for your church?...He 

warned the church in Revelation 2, "You have left your first love." He was telling them that they 

no longer loved Him enough to gather together to prayéHe would remove their candlestick. 

éYou cannot understand John 3:16 unless you understand the heart of God concerning one 

word in that verse, and thatôs the word "perish." 

 éJohn 3:16: "...God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever be-

lieves in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.òéSecond Peter 3:9 says, "The Lord 

is...not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance."  

God Raising Up People for Himself 

éI (Henry Blackaby) have been granted the privilege by God to work with about 170 top 

Christian Chief Executive Officers (CEOôs) of the Fortune 100 and Fortune 500 companies of 

America.  These are most committed people.  But these top executives have never been disci-

pled inéthe ways of GodéThey have asked: "Would you help us to understand what Matthew 

6:33 means to seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness and watch God add every-

thing else?...Would you establish for us a spiritual leadership institute for developing spiritual 

statesmen for the corporate leadership of America?" 

The Challenge: 

é1 Samuel 2:35...I will raise up for Myself a faithful priest who shall do according to what is 

in My heart and in My mind. I will build him a sure house, and he shall walk before My 

anointed forever."éHow would we know if God is raising us up and how would we know what 

it is like to be raised up for Him?  Are we willing to be His faithful priests? 

…Billy Graham says, "The greatest untouched resource in America today is prayer."…

God’s people are the only ones who can fill that role.    

 éGodôs promises were to ñAbraham, Isaac, and Jacob." How many generations does God 

want to touch when He touches one? He touched at least three.  

Passionate, Persistent, Prolonged Prayer 



 éPrayer needs to be in the presence of God where He graciously tells you what is on His heart 

and whatôs on His mind.  

 éLittle prayers will not do it. Passionate, persistent, prolonged prayer will. 

 éIn Luke 18 Jesus said that we ought always to pray and never to quit.  

éSurely in an hour like this, in the condition of our nation, and with elections coming up, and 

with the terrorists threatening to do harm to us, certainly God has something on His heart and 

on His mind that He wants some of His children to know so that when they go to pray, they 

pray from the heart of God and from the mind of God. 

éHe looks for someone who will come before Him in prayer so He can lay His heart over 

theirs in prayer.  

éOnce you know the truth of God, what you do next is what you believe about God. There is 

much at stake.  What will you do?

2. VISION OF NUCLEAR FUSION (FROM SUMMIT #4): 

 

2.1 “Where there is no vision, the people perish.”  Proverbs 

29:18 

First, I want to share with you a vision God gave me over a 

year ago while praying for our community.  It was very simple.  I 

saw a nuclear reaction, the kind in which everything solid is 

sucked into the consuming fire in the center and is immediately 

transformed into nuclear white light.  It involved nuclear fusion, 

which I knew fueled hydrogen bombs, but later learned is the type 

of nuclear reaction that fuels stars.  It points to the way a nuclear 

reaction could start with any one of us or all of us, but would 

draw in and consume and ultimately transform everyone around 

us, like the song that says “Let me lose myself and find it Lord, in 

Thee.  Let myself be lost, my friends see only Thee.”   

It takes nuclear fission to prime the pump and ignite nu-

clear fusion.  Let’s consider what needs to happen in us and our 

community to make us the catalyst for nuclear fusion.  What will 



it take to ignite us?  With this in mind, consider the following 

scriptures:

Brief History of Prior Greater Thomasville Marketplace 

Leader Prayer Summits 

 

2.1 Summit No. 1 (30 September 06):  After a weekend  

Pastors Prayer Summit, the Pastors of Community Transformation, Inc. were 

led to want to invite and include leaders in the “marketplace” and fifty (50) re-

sponded. 

2.1.1 We considered the scriptures and principles that led to  

the prayer summit movement, in general, and to our conclusion that God is 

summoning people in leadership, in particular, to come together to worship 

God and pray for His will to be done in us and through us.   

  2.1.2 We noted that “the authorities that exist are appointed by 

God” (Romans 13.1) and that, in the end of time, Jesus will have put all au-

thorities and power under Himself, and deliver the Kingdom to God the Father 

so that “God may be all in all”.  (I Corinthians 15:24)  Whatever authority each 

of us has is received from God.  We all acknowledge that and agree to use it 

for His Kingdom.   

2.1.3 Fifty (50) of us prayed together with Howard Boyd,  

Director of International Renewal Ministries (“IRM”), as our facilitator.  We dis-

covered we could pray topically, taking turns, praying short prayers, feeding 

off of each other’s prayers, and receive a divine energy to pray together for 

each other and our community.   

2.1.4 We also considered the principles suggesting that each 

of us have one (1) or two (2) personal prayer partners to agree with us in 

weekly prayers, an see ourselves and our community as part of a global prayer 

movement.   

2.1.5 We introduced and adopted a “Greater Thomasville  

Prayer Covenant”, as we identified with the sins of our community and inter-

ceded for God’s forgiveness and blessing. 



  2.1.6 After seven (7) hours, we agreed to meet quarterly, but for 

only half days, to continue interceding for our community.   

2.2 Summit No. 2 (26 January 07):   

2.2.1 Again, about fifty of us considered further God’s call  

Upon leaders, in light of the “special” promise of Jesus’ prayer in John 17:20-

21 that the world would really begin to believe in Jesus Christ when we, His 

people, put down our differences and pray and act in unity.   

2.2.2 After our second summit, Director Howard Boyd  

Reported back to IRM President Dennis Fuqua that IRM, which had started 

the prayer summit movement for pastors and then communities, was so con-

vinced our “leadership summits” were in the center of God’s will that they 

were recommending internationally that future community summits be held 

using the same model - leadership driven.   

2.2.3 Instead of joining us for Summit No. 3, Howard  

decided to have a leadership prayer summit in his own city on the National 

Day of Prayer.  Pastor Charles Puryear of Meigs was inspired to schedule a 

National Day of Prayer service for Meigs.   

2.2.4 Howard also met with some of us in a follow-up  

meeting, and recommended that, as we continued our prayer summits, we ask 

God to give us “strategic plans” for our community to be transformed in prac-

tical ways.  He reported on what other communities have done, as explained 

in our February 9, 2007 letter in your Attachments.   

2.3 Summit No. 3 (04 May 07 a/k/a The National Day of  

Prayer): 

2.3.1 Again, about fifty of us gathered.   

2.3.2 Again, God blessed us with His presence. 

2.3.3 We considered the principles from Nehemiah 1, 2, 3,  

and 4, and how God was calling us not only to be living stones in the walls of 

our city, but to be wall-builders, helping to bring together the living stones, 

the Christians of our city, shoulder to shoulder, by prayer and unity, to evict 



and exclude Satanic influences, and to uphold our leaders as they seek to gov-

ern us, making laws, enforcing laws and teaching our people.   

2.3.4 We agreed we need to support and encourage local 

pastors to act as elders at the gates of the walls.   

2.3.5 We also agreed to rally to one another’s aid, “at the  

sound of the trumpet” as prescribed in Nehemiah 4:20.   

2.3.6 We engaged in private meditation and began to pray  

for God’s will to be done to perfect us in seven (7) areas:  self, family, church 

or ministry, business or professional group, community, nation, and world.  

2.3.7 We broke into small groups and prayed for one  

another and the particular areas in which each group was involved, then ad-

journed and participated at Noon in Thomasville and at 5:00 PM in Meigs in 

National Day of Prayer public services. 

2.4 Summit No. 4 (24 August 07):   

2.4.1 We had over forty (40) leaders, who again enjoyed the  

presence of God as we joined in praying for each other and our community 

and nation, but especially for our (1) lawmakers and law enforcers; and (2) 

educators as leaders in both areas revealed to us the serious needs and chal-

lenges they each faced. 

2.4.2 At request of local legislators, we began to pray very  

specifically for leaders in state government to put down personal ambition in 

order to seek the higher good.  We similarly prayed for unity among our local 

governments.   

2.4.3 In response to the needs of our local colleges and  

schools, we gathered around leaders from both to pray for God’s wisdom and 

grace to meet the escalating needs of our young people facing complex crises 

and temptations, and for college and school administration, teachers, and 

counselors dealing with student and their problems.  

2.4.4 We considered God’s call to each of us, as leaders, to  



Seek earnestly to have personal prayer encounters with God, to become holy 

as Isaiah did when he reported that he “saw the Lord” in Isaiah 6:1-8 and re-

pented.   

2.4.5 We prayed for the beginning of a “nuclear fusion”  

reaction that would consume our community because “our God is a consum-

ing fire”  (Hebrews 12:28-29), and noted that like a nuclear reaction, commu-

nity transformation has to begin with someone or some group of people catch-

ing fire.  More on the nuclear fusion idea is in your attachments. 

2.5 Prayer Summit No.5 (30 November 2007):   

2.5.1 During this prayer summit, we began to seek God  

about “where we go from here”.   

2.5.2 We prayed for God to begin to reveal to us a strategic  

plan for our community to meet needs through prayer, but also through ac-

tions that reveal our care, and make us relevant to those with whom we at-

tempt to share the Gospel.
